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The public and many government agencies today are becoming increasingly educated and aware of
indoor air pollution and its stimulation of health related problems. The inadequate maintenance of the
heating and cooling systems in today’s homes and buildings is a major contribution in accumulating
and distributing airborne pollutants. The problem being, as The American Lung Association puts it,
“bacteria, fungi, pollen, dander and molds are usually inhaled, either along or by attaching themselves
to particles of dust and then entering the respiratory system.” These air pollutants can cause a
number of ilinesses and respiratory problems. Many of us suffer from allergies or acute discomfort
such as eye, nose or throat irritation, dry cough, dry or itchy skin, dizziness, nausea, fatigue and
breathing problems, which are either caused or irritated by the agents described.

While there is no 100% solution to “indoor air pollution”, Air-Care has perfected a unigue process to
help maintain a cleaner, healthier air environment.

The Air-Care process will clean and decontaminate the entire air duct system inclusive of the following
procedures:

1. The removal and cleaning of all forced air registers.

2. Vacuum clean the inside of all supply boxes, return air ducts and/or cavities and the inside of the
forced air unit blower compartment.

3. Source removal of particulate from interior walls of air ducts with an air whisk pressure spray.

4. Removal of all dust particulate with a High Efficiency 3000 CFM (HEPA).

5. The fogging of the entire air distribution system and forced air furnace or fan-coil unit with:

A. SOOT SET: A concentrated air duct cleaner and encapsulate providing clean and
“refinished” duct interiors.

B. SPORICIDIN DISINFECTANT: A disinfectant designed to kill all bacteria and mold present
in the air system.

C. RAIN FOREST ODOR KILL: Removes existing and lingering odors throughout the HVAC
system.

D. The installation of a SOLID ODOR KILL BLOCK in the return air system. This product
does not scent or perfume air, it acts like synthetic charcoal attracting and deactivating harmful
pollutants in the air, and will remain effective for up to six months. All registers are then
reinstalled and a thorough clean up is provided.
